Bl The Sacred Work of Scroll-Sewing

Judaism doesn't typically treat physical objects as holy. As a result,
if you happen to, say, drop a kiddush cup, you're just supposed to
pick it up, clean up the mess, and go on with your Shabbat dinner.
Similarly, if your kippah falls to the floor, or your havdalah candle
gets wet, or your matzah cover gets a stain on it, you're just
supposed to rectify the situation and proceed — no harm, no foul.

The glaring exception to this rule, of course — the one physical
object that our tradition does consider holy — is the Torah scroll. If
you happen to drop a Torah scroll, that is a big deal in our
tradition. If a scroll gets torn, or if its letters fade, or if it is
damaged in any other way, the scroll needs to be repaired
From the immediately, otherwise it is not fit for use.

Rabbils StUdy That's why we became so concerned last Simchat Torah when,

upon unrolling one of our Torah scrolls, we found that two of its
panels were coming apart at the seam. The Torah scroll, you see,
is made of dozens of individual pieces of rectangular parchment, all
stitched together with giddin, special threads made of sinew from a
kosher animal. In the case of our scroll, the giddin had come
unraveled, and two of the panels were threatening to separate

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been repairing Torah scrolls for many years, Polina and Carolyn knew what to do. They threaded a large
needle with giddin, turned the Torah over, and began to sew. Soon the separated panels of the scroll were
once again sewn fast together, and the scroll was good to go.

Throughout the process, it was clear to me that Carolyn and Polina saw their work that day as much more
than a mechanical favour they were doing for our congregation. Rather, to them, sewing the Torah was
sacred work. As I said above, they saw it as a real mitzvah, and watching them engage in their tasks with
such awe and reverence was a real treat. Please see the photo insert in this issue for some wonderful
images of their work.

The Torah scroll is indeed a sacred object, and as a result, repairing it is holy work. How fortunate we are
that Carolyn and Polina were here to do it. We all owe them a debt of gratitude.

Now, it’s up to the rest of us to do the even more sacred work of studying the words in that scroll and
making real the values and wisdom they teach. With our newly repaired Torah scroll, we're now in a good
position to do just that.

Where Are We Now?

The past two years have seen many changes at Temple. We've
said good-bye to Rabbi Howard, welcomed and said good-bye to
Rabbi Teri.

Last spring Jane Paterson left
to start her new career as a marriage commissioner, and Sheila
Hart returned to Temple.

One image I found useful compared the transition to a new rabbi to the journey of the Exodus. Various
members of our community may, at any time, be in different places on this journey. Some may be just on
the edge of the Sea of Reeds, hesitant to cross into a new reality. Many are journeying through the
wilderness, transitioning from comfortable practices to new challenges and possibilities, like the Children
of Israel during our forty years from Mitzrayim to the Promised Land. A few may be glimpsing the promise
of new leadership and a maturing congregation, or be ready to cross over and embrace these new
promises.

There is no “right” place to be in this journey of transition. It's important to remember that we started
from different places. It has seemed to me that the rabbinic transitions of the past two years have been
hardest for members who have known only one rabbi, or perhaps two, so that each new rabbi seems a
deviation from the known. I've had close relationships with five rabbis in my life, each of whom had
unique gifts, and change can still be unsettling. But I also know that some of my most exciting changes
have begun with being unsettled.

I learned at the Shallat Seminar that the bumps and excitements of congregational change are not unique
to Temple B'nai Tikvah — they were echoed by all the presidents and rabbis I met there. Our transition
actually seemed smoother than most. And as I looked around the table, at so many talented, engaging
rabbis at all stages of their careers, I knew one thing for certain — I did not envy any other president
there.

Wherever we each are in the journey of transition, we form one community, and we approach our
challenges and promises together. I invite your ideas for the next steps. We'll take them together.

Finding him another part time job, or
preferably, a full-time job with a better salary and benefits, would be wonderful.

Temple members have been very helpful, but the family still has outstanding needs in housing, job search
and mentoring, tutoring and English conversation, and household goods.
